1. Remove the album ties. Cut desired Background & Texture (B&T) paper 1" longer
and 1" wider than the album. Leaving a 1/2" border on all sides, begin attaching the
paper, working from the spine out. Cut small slits on each side of the spine bends.

2. Fold the excess B&T toward the inside of the album and attach, wrapping like a
present. Start with the top and bottom pieces, followed by the sides.

3. Re-attach the ribbon or twine using Mini Glue Dots®. To keep the inside covers
neat, cut a piece of coordinating cardstock 1/2" smaller than the inside front and
back covers and adhere.

1.  While wearing protective gloves, place a small amount of re-inker in a craft jar.

2. Place a desired length of Sassy StrandsE de¢
fingertip until fully saturated. Let sit for two minutes or longer, even overnight. Darker colors
require more time.

3. Remove the Sassy Strands fiber, squeezing any excess ink back into the jar for future use.
Rinse in cool water and allow to air dry on paper towels.

TIP Heating dyed fibers in the microwave will speed the drying process.

Cut four 4" x 8" cardstock strips, score (don't cut) each in half, and place them side by side,
3/8" apart. Lay two 19 1/2" ribbons across the strips, one 3/8" from the bottom and one 3/8"
below the scores. Tape one end of each ribbon to secure it to the work surface.

Lift one ribbon and begin securing it to the cardstock with two drops of Liquid Glass. Repeat
with second ribbon. Let dry.

Apply adhesive to the top of each cardstock strip, fold at the score, and attach to the bottom
half of the cardstock. Trim the ends of the ribbons and add photos and journaling.

Attach photo hanger with a brad by pushing it through the hole. Secure the brad by folding
down the prongs on the reverse side.

Wrap the ribbon around the back of your project and secure it by tying a knot through the
photo hanger on the front.

Stitching on Ribbon

1. Place a piece of tape at one end of a piece of a ribbon.

2. Begin a zigzag stitch on the ribbon, gently pulling the piece of tape through the sewing
machine.

3. Gently tug on one thread until the other thread comes out in a loop. Pull on the loop until both
threads are visible on the same side of the ribbon. Tie the two threads in a knot.

1. Pour adesired amount of White Daisy re-inker into a craft jar. For colored edges, add a
preferred color re-inker to the White Daisy. (Note: The more colored re-inker you add, the
more transparent the mixture becomes. You can balance this by adding extra coats.)

2. Dip adry waterbrush into the re-inker mixture and paint the edges of your Dimensional
Elements piece. Apply as many layers as desired or needed to conceal the Dimensional
Elements core. Allow to dry.

3. Trace paper to cover the Dimensional Elements piece and attach. The Dimensional Elements
piece should now have a colored top or face, and its edges will be a crisp, clean white or
other color of your choice.
